Katerina Zacharia is a Professor of Classics at Loyola Marymount University, Los Angeles. She received
her B.A. degree in Psychology and Philosophy from the University of Athens, and her M.A. and Ph.D.
degrees in Classics from University College London. Her main interests and publications are in Greek
drama; Greek ethnicity; Greek cinema; classical reception; visual culture; tourism and heritage studies.
She is the author of Converging Truths: Euripides’ lon and the Athenian Quest for Self-Definition
(Leiden: Brill 2003), and editor and major contributor for Hellenisms: Culture, Identity and Ethnicity from
Antiquity to Modernity (Aldershot: Ashgate Variorum 2008). In 2010-11, she received two consecutive
Research Fellowships, the first by the Initiative for Heritage Conservancy, and the second, an Onassis
Senior Foreign Fellowship, for her work on Greek tourism in the interwar period, and spent a year in
Athens. She has recently completed two articles on “Nelly’s iconography of Greece” and on “Postcards
from Greece: The uses of classical antiquity in interwar tourist photographs.” She is currently working on
a study of the Greek pavilion in the 1939 New York World's Fair.
