
ACTING FOR A CREATIVE THEATRE IN EDUCATION

1. COURSE CONTENT

The course includes a huge variety collection/corpus of theatrical games and the explanation of
the pedagogical value of each one. By using the fundamental acting principles and by obtaining
the necessary qualities of an animating spirit  working with children and teens, students can
make theatre in education a creative process. The course focuses on narration of a fairy tale
and/or a story. Students also work on how they can guide children and teens into performing
actions on stage working on a text.
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
