INTRODUCTION IN ACTING AND DIRECTION
1. COURSE CONTENT

The course focuses on the fundamental axles of both Acting and Direction. Through a corpus of
practical exercises the expressive tools of actor, body and voice, are being studied. The basic
functions of direction are also being studied and clearly defined. The directional interpretation of
the text and the factors of text's transfer on stage: cause, speech, silence, music, lighting,
scenery, and costumes. The course also focuses on subjects dealing with the relationships
between director and actor, director and author, actor and text, actor and audience. Techniques
and terminology derived from different systems of acting and direction are precisely taught.
Students work on performing and/or directing extracts from both ancient and modern world
dramaturgy.
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
