	For a degree in Theatre Studies the students must attend and successfully pass examinations in forty eight (48) courses: thirty-two (32) compulsory  and sixteen (16) elective courses.
The curriculum of the Department of Theatre Studies aims to provide students with all the necessary skills which enable them to study, comprehend, analyze and teach dramatic texts deriving from all the periods of Greek and world theatre history (Ancient Greek, Roman, Medieval, Renaissance and theatre from the 17th to the 21st century) and to discuss, in both a scholarly and an educational context, topics and issues related to the history, the archaeology and the theory of theatre as well as to the history and theory of directing, acting, devising, theatre movement, dance, stage design, costume design, cinema and opera. 
In addition to the basic skills related to their discipline and profession, graduates of the Department of Theatre Studies receive training in writing scholarly papers and reviews of dramatic texts and performances. They are also able  to  use dramatic texts as material for teaching, performance, or further artistic activities, and to adapt literary texts for the stage. The above may be carried out in an educational environment (in the broadest sense) or through theatrical performances or, more generally, various cultural activities.
