I would like to suggest a project called "LIVING ROOTS" - and the
presentation be entitled "Who We Are".

I would invite the students to visit the Archeology Museum on their own and
find an object or an image that speaks to them, or a sculpture that they're drawn to,
and to create a story about the person either who created the object or the image (like
a glass blower or a weaver), or a person depicted in one of the tiles or statues.

They would write down everything that comes to their mind through their
imagination of how the person or the artisan who lived at that time may have created
the object.

1 think they would need to do some research, for example, if they choose to be
a sculptor, to understand how a statue was made during that period of time, or a tile
maker or a soldier how they were trained and so forth.

If some students want to take it further, they could imagine what the person in
a mosaic or a sculpture might be thinking or even saying.



The last part of their storytelling would be to reveal why they, themselves,
were personally drawn to a particular object or image, why they chose it.

Foremost, I would stress that whatever they choose must trigger them to want
to find out all they can, to trigger their imagination, and use "justification," to talk
out loud what it is they are doing, as they write down the story of who they are.

I would ask them who they are in that period of time in relationship to nature,
the stars, the sea, and what affect they may have on the life and work they did in the
past period of time. What God or Gods they believe in and why.

I would weave the stories that they tell together into a tapestry of 'living
roots.' They could perform these stories outside, among nature.

1 think it would be a fascinating way to explore the art of storytelling, the use
of the imagination, and to delve into the 'living' past.
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
